








What an OPEN SPACE conference?

The idea of OPEN SPACE is to give as many people as possible the chance to speak if that 
is what they wish to do, instead of everyone having to listen to just a few speakers, chosen 
in advance.

To come into an OPEN SPACE space is to be able to listen only to what you find interesting 
and to feel free to wander between sessions, join someone else for an informal chat or dip 
out altogether and go for a walk.

An OPEN SPACE conference is about freedom, friendship and fun. This concept is based on 
a simple observation, that conferences are as much about the social interaction as they are 
about learning something new. To be truly creative and enjoyable, a conference must be a 
free space in which anything can happen. 

We have chosen All Saints Pastoral Centre for our venue because there is a lot of physical 
space available and it is a place where calmness and reflection have been a way of life 
for a very long time. This quiet, informal setting will we hope provide a sense of trusting 
and creative collaboration among  us, within which we can create an extraordinary and 
enlightening experience for all.

How does OPEN SPACE work in practice?

There will be three spaces and four sessions of 90 mins in each space, so that is 12 chances 
for HOSTS to set up a group on any topic they want on a first-come, first-served basis.  The 
programme is decided at the beginning of the day.

Some people will come ready to host a group, with an existing idea of what people may 
want to do, such as one where people share their stories, or another to compare notes 
about useful therapies, or maybe a workshop on personal issues such as diferent therapies, 
gender energy or hoarding for example.  

The people who don’t want to be hosts will be PARTICIPANTS. New ideas may emerge 
during the day and there may be unclaimed spaces that can be claimed later on in the day 
for a group to meet and explore.

In the first hour the HOSTS sign up for the particular space they want to claim. The participants 
then choose the group they want to join and simply turn up accordingly.  If they don’t find 
their chosen group to be suitable they may leave and join another group, take a walk in the 
beautiful grounds or do anything they want.
